Coming up in the Scriptures at Mass this
week, on Monday, the tension of Holy Week increases as
we hear of the deepening plot of the chief priests to Kkill
Jesus, and Lazarus, as well. On Tuesday, we have the
themes of darkness and light: the darkness of Peter's
denial and Judas’ betrayal being overcome by the light of
Jesus’ glorious come-back in His resurrection. On
Wednesday, we are called to root out those things in our
lives that lead us to betray our commitment to Jesus. On
Holy Thursday, as we celebrate the birthday of the
priesthood and the first Mass at the Last Supper, Jesus
calls us to be servants of one another. On Good Friday,
Jesus offers His life for the sins of all, just like the soldier
who dies defending the freedom of his or her nation. On
Holy Saturday, at the Vigil, we ceremonially recount the
central tenets of our Catholic Faith: new light, new water,
new Baptisms and Confirmations, God speaking to us in
words from Scripture, and new Eucharist. On Easter
Sunday with Jesus we can rise above our crosses too!
