Keeping The Tradition Of May Altars 
Weekly Advancement Report: 05/09/2010  

 

 From before the time when I was in eighth grade, 

nearly 13 years ago, a tradition has been kept alive during the 

month of May- the May altar. Church teaching tells us that we, 

as Catholics, aren’t to “worship” the mother of God, however 

we are to “honor” her in various ways; saying the rosary, 

intentions, prayers of intercession, May crowning ceremonies, 

as well as May altars. Some of you growing up may remember 

May crowning ceremonies from when you were in school. I 

remember the May altars, the flowers, the decorations, blue 

table coverings and draped rosaries around the Mary statue. 

There was a time when we would walk around to the other 

classrooms to view their altars as a learning experience and a 

prayerful procession. It wasn’t anything formal, but it always 

meant a lot to me growing up in Saint Luke School.  

 Over the past week, kids have been coming in to 

school with flowers, rosaries, and candles. Onlookers might 

think these would make a good gift for the teachers. However 

they are for their classroom May altar. Keeping the tradition 

alive, each and every classroom throughout our school has 

their own space where they are honoring Mary during the 

month of May. Mary plays a very important role in the Catholic 

Church- not only as the mother of God. She was Jesus’ final 

gift to us before He died on the cross. All of the students in the 

school received a holy card explaining the various Mysteries of 

the Rosary, teaching them how to properly honor Mary with 

the gift of prayer, recalling the events in the lives of Mary and 

Jesus.  

 Monsignor Goodill venerated Mary, and we are proud 

to keep the tradition alive with our May altars. I hope that the 

memories of the altars remain in the minds of the students as 

it has for me over the years. I will admit that I did forget for a 

while. Seeing them again this month has brought back many 

memories that I will not soon forget.  

 On a separate note, a very special thank you to the 

Auction Committee who helped put together last night’s big 

event. A lot of time and dedicated planning went into the 

events and I could not have asked for better help!
