Saint Luke Receives Large Skiing Grant

 Two weeks ago, Saint Luke School received the news 

that we have earned a grant that was prepared by Mrs. 

Kimball, our gym teacher, for $10,000.00 to begin a cross 

country skiing program for our children. The program will be 

taking place this winter during regularly scheduled gym 

classes. This grant was made possible through the Highmark 

Foundation in their initiatives with the Highmark Healthy High 5 

School Challenge. The money from this grant will be used to 

purchase the skis, boots, poles, instructional materials, as well 

as other materials needed to make this happen.  

 This is a great opportunity for the students of Saint 

Luke School to really step up and try something that many of 

them may not have done before. While we have had our “Ski 

Clubs” in the past, it isn’t anything that has been officially 

organized for the past few year and will give these students 

the opportunity to try a fun new sport. From the use of this 

grant, maybe even a new Ski Club will be formed for our 

students to participate in.  

 A big thank you to Mrs. Kimball for all of the hard work 

that she has put in to this grant. Writing grants takes a lot of 

hard work and research, and over the years, Mrs. Kimball has 

raised a significant amount of money for the Erie community 

and for Saint Luke School through grant writing. We can’t 

thank her enough for helping us achieve this possibility!
