Coming up in the Scripture at Mass this
week, on Monday Jesus laments the lack of faith His
townspeople have in Him, reminding us to keep our
hearts and minds open to God’s graces. On Tuesday
St. Paul urges us to keep ourselves open to the gifts of
the Holy Spirit as we struggle with life’s difficulties and
strive for wisdom and peace. On Wednesday St. Paul
teaches that we must rise above earthly values and
petty thinking if we are to grow in faith and love for
God and one another. On Thursday St. Paul contrasts
worldly wisdom with the ways of God and urges us to
pursue the latter for a richer personal fulfillment. On
Friday St. Paul teaches us that he does not worry
about any human judgment because he believes that
God’s judgment is the only one that matters. On
Saturday both readings emphasize that Jesus is Lord,
and that putting ourselves or the letter of the law
above Him is wrong. Next Sunday we are called to
examine our lives in terms of God's will and His
commands.
