This Advent the Mass will undergo
some changes. Why is the Church doing
that? What's wrong with the Mass as we
knioww it now?

— The basic structure of
/’;: the Mass has been the
L
- same throughout the
history of the Church.
However, the details and
words have undergone
some changes over the centuries. The
last major changes took place after
Vatican Coundl Il in the 1960s.

The Mass is in Latin, the official
language of the Church. [t was
translated into the common language of
each country so the entire congregation
could understand what was being said.
The translation into English was done
for all English-speaking countries. This
translation was put into effect in the
1970s. That's what we've used ever since.

As time went on, it was realized that
not all the prayers were accurate
renditions of the original Latin. Since all
Catholics deserve to have an accurate
translation of the Mass work on a new
translation was begun several vears ago.
The final version will be implemented
on Movember 27
